Funds are sufficient in the FY 2015 through FY 2018 budget and financial plan to implement the
bill.

Background

The Office of Motion Picture and Television Development (OMPTD) was created by a Mayor’s
Order! in 1979. The bill establishes OMPTD as an agency within the executive branch in the District
of Columbia Official Code, and requires the Director of OMPTD (“Director”) to be appointed by the
Mayor and confirmed by the Council. Currently, the Director’s appointment is not subject to
approval by the Council.

Financial Plan Impact
Funds are sufficient in the FY 2015 through FY 2018 budget and financial plan to implement the

bill. The agency already exists in the budget and financial plan. Requiring the Council to approve the
Director’s appointment does not have a fiscal impact.
