Conclusion  
 
Funds are sufficient in the FY 2014 through FY 2017 budget and financial plan to implement the 
bill.  
 
Background 
 
The Department of Corrections (DOC) manages and operates the central cellblock facility located 
within the Metropolitan Police Department’s headquarters.1 When DOC was given this authority, it 
also should have been given the authority to supervise an arrestee at any medical facility in the 
District who is awaiting a court appearance. The bill gives DOC the authority to care for and protect 
a person detained at a medical facility.  
 
Financial Plan Impact 
 
Funds are sufficient in the FY 2014 through FY 2017 budget and financial plan to implement the 
bill. The Department of Corrections planned to maintain custody of an arrestee at a medical facility 
when it assumed responsibility for the central cellblock, but the authority was not specifically 
provided for in the original legislation. The emergency bill corrects the omission and will have no 
impact on the District’s budget and financial plan.
