Funds are sufficient in the proposed FY 2014 supplemental budget and proposed FY 2015 through 
FY 2018 budget and financial plan to implement the bill. 
 
Background 
 
When a prospective tenant files an application to lease a rental unit in the District, current law1 
requires the landlord to provide several documents to the applicant. The bill adds a Tenant Bill of 
Rights to that list of required documents. The Tenant Bill of Rights is to be published by the Rent 
Administrator2 in consultation with the Office of Tenant Advocate. 
 
Financial Plan Impact 
 
Funds are sufficient in the proposed FY 2014 supplemental budget and proposed FY 2015 through 
FY 2018 budget and financial plan to implement the bill. The Rent Administrator will be responsible 
for publishing the Tenant Bill of Rights for access by landlords, and landlords will be responsible for 
providing a copy of the document to tenants as part of the standard application document package.
